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OVERVIEW

COMMUNITY CLEAN-UP PROGRAM SURVEY 

I. Introduction
The County of Fresno (County) intends to retain the services of a qualified public opinion polling firm (Contractor) to conduct a survey of County-wide residents in order to determine the public’s interest in paying for, and participating in, ongoing community clean-up program (Clean-Up Program) services.  The following issues will be examined and tested:

· What is the interest and demand for participating in, and paying for, Clean-Up Program services in all four Assembly Bill 939 exclusive service area program (AB 939 ESAP) service rate areas; and

· What is the interest and demand for participating in, and paying for, County-initiated changes in the provision of Clean-Up Program services in specified AB 939 ESAP service rate areas.

It is planned that the project agreement will incorporate a one-year term, and that the survey will be conducted for one time during the summer - fall of 2008.   It is planned that the survey report will be completed and submitted to the County by the end of 2008.
Background
On November 25, 2003, the County Board of Supervisors (Board) approved the establishment of the AB 939 ESAP as the County’s method to meet the requirements of a State-issued AB 939 compliance order.  The key element of the compliance order was the requirement that the County establish and implement a program to divert residential and commercial solid waste from landfill deposition.  On August 30, 2005, the County entered into agreements with 14 solid waste haulers for the collection of residential and commercial solid waste in four County-wide service rate areas.  The service rate areas include Urban, Rural with Green Waste, Rural without Green Waste, and Mountain.  AB 939 ESAP services were initiated on February 27, 2006.   

During the above time frame, the Board established the Clean-Up Program.  It provides an opportunity for residents/business owners to remove debris and litter from their homes and properties, and is designed to reduce illegal dumping of trash in the County.  

The Board-approved Clean-Up Program provides for the solid waste haulers to charge their cart customers a monthly fee for the provision of Clean-Up Program services in the Urban, Rural with Green Waste, and Rural without Green Waste service rate areas.  (The Mountain service rate area was not included due to the high costs of providing services in this area.)   Since the Board allocated funds for the provision of Clean-Up Program services during the fall of 2005, the haulers did not charge their cart customers for Clean-Up Program services.  Consequently, the County initiated Clean-Up Program services, at no cost, during the fall of 2006.   The County has administered the Clean-Up Program throughout the County for two annual cycles, and has expanded the provision of curbside services into densely populated rural areas. 

There will not be an adequate amount of County-allocated monies to fund a third annual County-wide Clean-Up Program.  Consequently, it is planned that the County will transfer the administration of the Clean-Up Program to the solid waste haulers  during the fall/winter of 2008 - 2009.  The Clean-Up Program will be administered consistent with the provisions in the AB 939 ESAP agreements.

In summary, the County wants to determine the public’s interest in the participation in, and payment for, Clean-Up Program services at the time the solid waste haulers take over related services.
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
