2. The estimated population (based on the latest available information via the 2000 US Census) for the each of the four service rate areas and Board districts is provided below:

	Urban: 44,752
	Board District No. 1: 36,563

	Rural with Green Waste: 42,83
	Board District No. 2: 16,886

	Rural without Green Waste: 43,018
	Board District No. 3: 11,903

	Mountain: 34,590
	Board District No. 4: 51,752


3. The public opinion survey will include both residential and commercial sectors of the community.

4. The County does not have a comprehensive database that incorporates addresses and telephone numbers of the parties that it wishes to target.  

5. The County could, ostensibly with the support from the affected residents and business operators, establish a monthly fee, or increase it, for the provision of community clean-up event program services.  This action would require consideration and approval by the County Board of Supervisors.  It is believed that such a fee increase, or the establishment of a fee (e.g., in the Mountain Service Rate Area), would not require voter approval.  This issue, however, would need to be further assessed by County Counsel. Note that residents and business operators in the unincorporated areas of the County retain the right to contact their AB 939 ESAP haulers and arrange for special collection services.

6. The County has not specified a length for the project questionnaire; we will look to the prospective candidates’ proposals for information pertaining to the best manner to gather information.

7. The firms Godbe Research & Analysis and Fairbank, Maslin, Maulin & Associates have been used in the past by the Fresno County Library for Public Opinion Surveys.
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
