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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno (County) has been awarded funds in the amount of $7,037,465 from the U.S Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to implement the Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP).  The County in collaboration with a local Redevelopment Agency will be forming a Joint Powers Authority (JPA) to administer the Neighborhood Stabilization Program. The County will be administrator of the JPA.  The County Purchasing Division will be administering the procurement process, but all contracts will be with the Joint Powers Authority (JPA).  This program is subject to Federal and State regulations pertaining to acquisition, rehabilitation and disposition of properties.  All services must comply with all applicable laws and regulations.  

On December 1, 2008, the County submitted a Substantial Amendment to the County’s 2008-2009 Action Plan and 2005-2009 Consolidated Plan to HUD outlining the County’s plans for the NSP funds. The JPA is soliciting bids from qualified Real Estate Agents or Brokers to assist the JPA in the purchase of foreclosed single-family homes, maintenance of the homes, and resale of the homes to eligible buyers.  The JPA anticipates purchasing 50-70 homes throughout Fresno County.  It is possible that a total of eight (8) Real Estate Agents or Brokers may be needed to provide the necessary services in the time allotted by the Federal government.  The County must expend the original grant amounts within 18 months from January 15, 2009.  If successful, the continued purchase and resale of the homes may be permitted through 2013.
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
