1. Clarification on Submission of Proposal – Please submit proposal in a stapled packet.  Proposals in BINDERS will not be accepted.

2. Eligibility clarification – Qualified/eligible vendors include agencies that are State certified non-profit entities, validly existing in California, with a tax-exempt IRS determination letter.
3. Disclosure – Criminal History & Civil Action and Certification regarding Disbarment forms should be included AFTER the Table of Contents in the proposal.

4. Statement of Acceptance of the Indemnification and Insurance Requirements (page 36 of RFP) under “FOR”:  List the program name of the application.

5. Attachment F – Cost Proposal should include the TOTAL amount being requested for use over the three year period, ie., TOTAL requested $75,000 for use over a 3 year period ($25,000 per year).  The amount included in Attachment F - $75,000.

6. Attachment D – Client Demographics should include the TOTAL number of unduplicated clients to be served over a three year period, ie., 300 unduplicated clients to be seen (100 clients per year).  The number included in Attachment D – 300.

7. Clarification on use of Motel and Hotel vouchers – HPRP funds may be used for reasonable and appropriate motel and hotel vouchers for up to 30 days if no appropriate shelter beds are available and subsequent rental housing HAS BEEN IDENTIFIED but is not immediately available for move-in by the program participants.

8. Use of HMIS – All providers utilizing HPRP funding MUST participate in the Homeless Management Information System identified by the City and County of Fresno.  HUD has determined that HPRP subgrantees that are victim service providers as defined by the Violence Against Women and Department of Justice Reauthorization Act of 2005 (Pub. L. 109-162) (VAWA) should NOT enter data directly in HMIS and must use a “comparable database.”  VAWA defines a victim service provider as a nonprofit or nongovernmental organization including rape crisis centers, battered women’s shelters, domestic violence transitional housing programs, and other programs whose primary mission is to provide services to victims of domestic violence, dating violence, sexual assault, or stalking.

9. Can service be provided to undocumented victims of domestic violence?  In accordance with Title IV of the Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996, an alien (a person who is not a U.S. citizen or national) may be eligible for assistance under HPRP only if he or she is a “qualified alien” (defined in 8 U.S.C. 1641). This means that no entity that receives funds under HPRP may knowingly provide HPRP assistance to an alien who is not a qualified alien.
The law also requires all state and local governments that directly administer HPRP assistance to first verify that an alien is a qualified alien before using HPRP funds to assist him or her. Nonprofit organizations that administer HPRP assistance are not required, but may, verify that an alien is a qualified alien in order to provide him or her with HPRP assistance. However, if a nonprofit organization pursues verification, it must follow the requirements set forth in the interim guidance published by the Department of Justice. 
For more information on these requirements, as well as a discussion of applicable nondiscrimination requirements, see the “Interim Guidance on Verification of Citizenship, Qualified Alien Status and Eligibility under Title IV of the Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996,” 63 Fed. Reg. 61344 (Nov. 17, 1997), available at http://www.gpoaccess.gov/fr/advanced.html (Select 1997 Federal Register and search for page 61344. Scroll down through the list provided to find “Interim Guidance of Verification of Citizenship, Qualified Alien.”)

10. Can the amount requested in the proposal be reduced by the County and/or City?  The County and City reserve the right to award a selected provider less than what was requested in the provider’s proposal.  However, it is not the INTENT of the County and/or City to reduce funding requests unless necessary.  It is the provider’s prerogative to accept or reject the subsequent award amount.

11. If someone is homeless, how should the client’s location of residency be determined?  If the client does not have an address, the client should be asked where they reside.  The client’s answer will determine residency.

12. Can funds be moved around within categories once an agreement is in place?  That will be determined during contract negotiations with the County and/or City of Fresno.

13. Once an award is made and a contract in place, payment shall be issued in arrears, not more than 45 days after receipt and verification of Providers claim is received by County and/or City.

14. A maximum of 5% of the grant amount requested may be awarded by the County and/or City for administrative costs. Administrative costs may include: accounting for the use of grant funds; preparing reports; obtaining program audits; training for staff who will administer the program or case managers who will serve program participants, as long as this training is directly related to learning about HPRP.  Administrative costs DO NOT INCLUDE the costs of issuing financial assistance, providing housing relocation and stabilization services, or carrying out eligible data collection and evaluation, costs of conducting housing inspections, and other operating costs.  These operating costs should be included under one of the three other eligible activity categories and considered delivery costs, not administration.

15. It is the intent of the County and/or City of Fresno to issue agreements with selected vendors for a length of 1 year with 2 auto-renewals for an additional 12 month period each.

16. Income Limits for HPRP services do not follow general CDBG guidelines. Clients provided services under HPRP must be at or below the 50% median income for Fresno County, which shall be verified with income documentation and through a process as to be determined by the County and/or City of Fresno, for each family assisted.

17. Agencies are not required to complete the section on page 1 of the RFP under:  Bidders to Complete, noting the cash discount.  This section is not required.

18. On page 28, Requirements, #5, bidders are not required to submit a separate budget AND Attachment F – Cost proposal.  Attachment F is the budget and must be submitted along with a budget narrative.

19. Status reports will be expected of each selected agency to be submitted in a County and/or City of Fresno approved form.
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
