2. TERM CLARIFICATION: Reference RFP 962-4795, Page 9, CERTIFICATION, Item (1) (c) “Have not within a three-year period preceding this application/proposal had one or more public transactions (Federal, State or local) terminated for cause or default.”

The italicized word “transactions” in this instance is interpreted to mean “contracts”.

3. Reference RFP 962-4795, Scope of Work section, Page 26, Section 7.5. Offender Education, Subsection 7.5.1.2.; delete in its entirety and replace with the following:

“7.5.1.2.
Deliver a home study or provide a classroom educational Program to offenders that offers lessons in topic to include, but not limited to the following:”
4. Reference RFP 962-4795, Scope of Work section, Pages 28, and 29 Section 11. Computer Requirements; delete in its entirety and replace with the following:

“11. Computer Requirements
11.1. Contractor shall provide a means for up to 3 authorized County staff to have immediate access to application program files and data in Contractor’s electronic files.  Contractor shall provide training and/or written instructions on the use and navigation of the application for County personnel.  The cost proposal should include a description of how this access will be accomplished and any restrictions imposed on that access, such as time of day or day of week.
11.2. Contractor shall use accepted best practices for the processing of information acquired through this agreement.  The computer application used to process and record data will be maintained in a manner as to reduce the risk of system failure, including the application of all current security, and program updates.  The application and processes must have a disaster recovery plan with frequent full backup, including offsite storage rotation of all system data.  The data must be maintained in a secure and confidential manner at all times.  The proposal should describe the computing environment, disaster recovery plans, and backup and retention policies.

11.3. The data may not be used for any purpose other than that expressed, including for statistical purposes, except as authorized in writing by the District Attorney of Fresno County. 

11.4. Contractor shall provide authorized County personnel with electronic access to Contractor’s bad check database.  That access must include full access to all bad check files, the ability to enter comments, the ability to print any report from Contractor’s system, and the ability to search using DA Case Number, defendant name, date of birth, social security number. 

11.5. Contractor will be responsible for the conversion of the County’s existing bad check data which is currently managed in a computer application from BounceBack Inc., and maintained in a Microsoft SQL database.  Contractor will provide proof to the County that all existing data was converted to the new Contractor system, including all case notes and merchant and check-writer communication and records.  Proposal should detail how the conversion will be performed and how proof of full conversion will be provided. 

11.6. In the case that this agreement is terminated for any reason, contractor will provide and install at the District Attorney's Office a current copy of contractor software free of charge with all data, and provide an export file in ASCII format to accommodate moving all data to another vendor.  Contractor shall provide County with an affidavit that all County data has been removed from Contractor system following the above action.  Proposal should include how this requirement can be satisfied.”  
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
