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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno, Purchasing, on behalf of the Department of Behavioral Health (DBH) is seeking a qualified vendor to manage, operate, and provide prevention and early intervention services through a drop-in wellness and recovery center for transition-age youth (TAY), adults, and older adults identified in the approved Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) Prevention and Early Intervention (PEI) Three-Year Plan, entitled “Blue Sky Wellness Center”.  This plan and project are available for viewing at the following website: http://www.co.fresno.ca.us/DepartmentPage.aspx?id=26443. 
Prevention and early intervention through education, wellness and social activities, and peer support, among other appropriate activities will be provided to at least 1300 TAY/adults/older adults, ages 18 and older, and their families who reside in metropolitan and rural Fresno County. Bidder(s) must submit a proposal that maintains currently provided prevention and early intervention wellness and recovery activities levels as well as a plan to increase on-site capacity for peer support services Bid proposals should also include a plan to specifically engage TAY ages 16-18 at an off-site County mental health facility for the purposes of educating this age group and to provide them with appropriate peer support.  Each bid proposal must include a clear and fully defined transition plan detailing how all prevention and early intervention wellness and recovery activities will be transferred with minimal negative impact on activities and peer support services currently provided. The priority populations to be served by the wellness and recovery center are:

· Trauma exposed individuals;

· Individuals experiencing onset of a serious mental illness;

· Youth (ages 18-24) from/in stressed families;

· Underserved cultural populations;
· Youth/adults/older adults at risk of homelessness, hospitalization, and/or incarceration; and

· Adults with serious mental illness engaged in or referred to Fresno County Adult Behavioral Health Court.
There is no mental health treatment offered at Blue Sky; it is a peer-driven, wellness and recovery-focused resource in our community for consumers and family members who may or may not receive mental health services through Fresno County’s DBH and/or their contracted providers.  Consumers and family members of consumers will be included in the staffing of this program. The wellness and recovery focused activities include social and volunteer employment activities and opportunities, education and peer support to address illness, stigma, life skills needs, and linkages to other support services. Consumer-staff work schedules shall be responsive to consumer needs and shall permit staff to be available at times/locations that are convenient for family members and transportation concerns.

It is the County's intent to contract with the successful bidder beginning in Fiscal Year 2010-11 with the option to renew for four (4) additional twelve (12) month periods.  Program activities are expected to transition immediately and no delay is expected in operations for the contract awardee.  All program costs must be clearly outlined with budget justifications.
The maximum County approved twelve month award amount is $1,005,436 (FY 10/11).  All award amounts will be prorated based on the contract award date.  The FY 10/11 amounts represent MHSA Program Dollars.  It is estimated that services shall begin in July 1, 2010.
