2. Length of Contract:

The Probation Department intends to extend the contract with the successful bidder to continue on with DMC reduction activities beyond the initial 8-month term.  However, as the DMC contract for second and third year funding is entirely contingent upon future funding by the State of California, Correction Standards Authority (CSA), the Probation Department can not make any contractual obligation beyond the agreement term as listed in the RFP.

3. Research Consultant:

Although not a part or condition of the RFP for DMC, the Probation Department has contracted with a local Criminologist, Dr. Barbara Owen, from California State University, Fresno.  Dr. Owen will serve as an independent research partner on the DMC project.  Dr. Owen will serve to establish baseline DMC data and to validate data collected and analyzed by the contracted DMC Consultant.

4. Online Meetings:
