1. Determining and Documenting Income

Public services funded by CDBG must benefit at least 51% low and moderate income persons and income must be verified.  Method for determining and documenting income is as follows:

Annual income is the gross amount of income anticipated by all adults in a family during the 12 months following the effective date of the determination. 

To calculate annual income, the grantee may choose among three definitions of income, listed below. 

Annual income as defined under the Section 8 Housing Assistance Payments Program (24 CFR 5.609); 

Adjusted gross income as defined for purposes of reporting under IRS Form 1040 (long form) for Federal individual income tax purposes; and 

Grantees must determine annual income for a person, family or a household.  Please note that income documentation should be collected, but it is not a requirement that third party verification (e.g., verification of employment) be obtained; however, this method may be a best practice. Income verification forms may be used to document income. 

Grantees do not need to determine income eligibility for presumed limited clientele. 

Grantees must ensure that applicants to their programs and activities are treated equitably. For this reason, the same income definition must be used within a particular program or activity. 

For example, if a grantee decides to use the Section 8 definition of annual income for its homebuyer program, it must use this definition for all applicants to the homebuyer program. It may not use adjusted gross income for one applicant and the Section 8 definition for another applicant. 

To determine if program applicants are income-eligible, grantees have several options: 

Obtain evidence that the household/person assisted qualified under another program having income qualification criteria at least as restrictive as that used in the definitions of Low to Moderate Income household/person, such as Job Training Partnership Act (JTPA) and welfare programs; or 

Obtain evidence that the assisted person is homeless; or 

Obtain a verifiable certification from the assisted person that his/her family income does not exceed the applicable income limit; or 

Obtain a referral from a state, county or local employment agency or other entity that agrees to refer individuals it determines to be LMI persons based on HUD’s criteria and agrees to maintain documentation supporting these determinations.

2. Page 27, under VI, the words “AND REFERENCES” shall be deleted.  The Reference List shall be provided under IX.

3. Page 37 states “Please limit the number of long-term outcomes to one (1) and the number of outcome indicators and short-term outcomes to three (3) each.  It should instead read, “Please limit the number of long-term outcomes to one (1) and the number of short-term outcomes to two (2).”
4. Page 41 – The proposed project expenses by income source for FY 2010-11 should cover the period of July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2011.

5. Page 42 – Sponsoring agency budget for FY 2009-10 and FY 2010-11 should adhere to the agency’s program year.
