Question: What are the expectations for services “meeting the specific Collaborative needs for Family Advocates in their geographical areas”?

Response: The five Neighborhood Collaboratives encompass a large geographical area in the County, including rural areas.  Primary Family Advocate and Liaison services will focus on metro Fresno, in the areas that have the highest rate of child welfare referrals and child removals particularly with African-American families (zip codes 93706, 93727, 93702).  Two Neighborhood Collaboratives – the Central West and East Metro “Heart of the Community” – encompass these primary areas.  The other three Neighborhood Collaboratives, in general, represent the northeast foothills, southeast (Selma/Reedley), and west (Kerman) county areas.
