The following includes additional information and clarifications to the Service Requirements for Request for Quotation No. 962-4903.  Bidders should consider this newly provided information when preparing their responses to this RFQ.

1. The current provider of Offender-Funded Electronic Monitoring (EM) Services is Sentinel Offender Services, LLC.  Attached is a copy of the existing Agreement, 962-4903 Agreement.pdf (click on this link to download the Agreement), including the sliding fee scale, and the First Amended Agreement 962-4903 First Amendment to Agreement.pdf (click on this link to download the First Amendment to Agreement) which extended the Agreement until March 30, 2011.
2. From a snapshot taken of the clients on EM in November 2010, the average monthly income was $2,309/month.  However, most of the salaries in the snapshot fell between $1,300 and $2,162/month.  
3. The current Offender-Funded EM service provider was queried as to what percentage of clients are not paying their bill.  The response was “10% of the population requires special considerations for fee payments.”
4. As stated in the RFQ, this program is offender-funded.  The County will not have any financial responsibility, of any kind, under the Agreement.

5. All bids are due prior to 2:00 p.m., on Friday, February 4, 2011.  Vendors do not need to be present at the bid close.  However, vendors are reminded that at the bid opening, just prior to opening and reading the sealed bids, six monthly incomes and corresponding weighted rates will be announced by the County (See Cost Evaluation Methodology page in the RFQ) and used in the formula provided to determine the lowest bid.
6. In regards to California Penal Code Section 1208.2(e) which is referenced in item #2 on the Cost Proposal page, this code section defines the “ability to pay” as the overall capability of the person to reimburse the costs, or a portion of the costs, of providing supervision.  This section goes on to provide other factors that shall be taken into consideration and provides the foundation for why we require the vendor to provide a sliding fee scale. 
7. Notifications as outlined in the RFQ currently require a phone call and a follow up fax.  Vendors may offer to provide e-mail notification in addition to the required phone and fax notifications; however, if this additional service will cause an increase in the sliding fee scale, this must be stated.

8. Paragraph one of the Scope of Work provides an estimate of 35-60 radio frequency EM units will be needed monthly.  The average use for FY 2009-10 was 39 units per month.  The County does not anticipate any change in the number of units at this time.  However, the County does not guarantee a minimum level of service.  The quantities stated herein are estimated, actual quantities may be less than or greater than stated.  
9. The vendor’s case manager is to meet with the client bi-weekly.  Bi-weekly is defined as every two weeks.

10. As stated in the RFQ, the County is only interested in late model radio frequency equipment for this program.  We are not interested in GPS.
11. Please take note when completing the provided Reference List of at least five customers, for whom you have recently provided similar services, be sure to include all the requested information, including the type of units provided (RF or GPS or both) and the number of each type of unit.

12. The vendor is responsible for the retrieval of all equipment.  If a client is booked into the Fresno County Jail while wearing an EM ankle bracelet, the bracelet will be removed by jail staff and placed in a box for retrieval by the vendor.  It is estimated this occurs approximately 1-2 times per month.
13. It is the County’s goal to go before the Board of Supervisors in this matter no later than March 22, 2011 with an effective date of April 1, 2011. 
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
