The following are responses to vendor questions concerning current building conditions and requirements.  It is not possible to provide complete and definitive responses to all questions. Certain responses instruct vendors that it is their responsibility to meet code requirements; we understand that this could affect a vendor’s proposed pricing.
Bidders may offer pricing that is subject to building conditions that they specify in their proposal; they may offer to negotiate different pricing when the actual building conditions differ from those they specify.  The County will select one or more proposals that it feels will be most suitable for its needs and the facility.  Discussions and negotiations will take place with the selected vendor(s) to determine the most desired proposal.

2. The Plaza Building is County owned. County permits and plan review shall be through the County Department of Public Works and Planning.

General Questions

3. Access – Access to space can be provided with prior arrangements.  Contact Larry Wages at (559) 600-1721 to schedule.
4. Deliveries – Freight elevator located in the food service area will not be used.  Accommodations can be made for delivery during normal business hours. 
5. Electric Power – County will provide electrical power to the electrical panels.

6.  Contact Extensions/Renewals – The County will consider vendor offers for contract extensions when included as part of their proposal.

7. Hot Water – Building has central hot water delivery.  Area hot water delivery would have to be reviewed and meet building codes.

8. HVAC Drawings – HVAC plans will require a review by County staff.

9. HVAC Systems – Are operational in the area of the proposed food service.  Vendor is responsible to determine if HVAC meets code for food service.

10. Construction Requirements – County will provide information about existing systems when available.  Pest control shall be the responsibility of the food vendor.

11. Existing Floor Drains – Investigation would be necessary to determine if the drains are functioning and meet code.

12. Existing Lighting – Lighting is available in the food service area.  Vendor responsible to determine if lighting meets code.

13. Existing Ceiling Tile – Vendor responsible to determine if ceiling tile meets code for food service facilities.

14. Closing Off Existing Oven Space and Secondary Eating Area– County will review closing off the existing oven space area and secondary dining area depending on the type of proposal made by the food vendor.

15. Existing Electrical – Vendor would be responsible to verify if the existing panels and electrical outlets meet code and usable for their food service.

16. Existing Fire Sprinkler System – Vendor would be responsible to verify if the existing sprinkler system meets code.

17. Entrances and Exits – Vendor would be responsible to determine if entry doors meet code and install doors that meet code.

18. Hot Water Requirements – Vendor would be responsible to verify if instant hot water would be acceptable in the food service area.

19. Drawings – Drawing would have to meet requirements set by the County’s Department of Public Works and Planning -Permitting.

20. Restrooms – Restrooms are within 300 hundred feet of food service area.
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
