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OVERVIEW

The 2011 public safety realignment contained in AB 109 specifies new local responsibilities for managing certain adult offenders. The intent of realignment is to allow maximum local flexibility within the statutory framework for the adult population transfers set forth in AB 109. The authors of this bill have identified a number of community interventions to assist this population to lead a productive crime-free life. It is recognized that a number of these people would benefit from Mental Health and/or Substance Use Disorders treatment and support services. 

In alignment with the Fresno County AB 109 Community Corrections Partnership Implementation Plan that was submitted to the Fresno County Board of Supervisors in a Board Briefing Report on September 2, 2011, and approved on September 13, 2011, Fresno County seeks a qualified agency, or agencies, to provide innovative and evidence-based outpatient Mental Health and Substance Use Disorders treatment and support services specifically tailored to meet the unique needs of the population identified in AB109. The overarching feature of this project is to use innovative approaches resulting in increased access to services for the underserved criminal justice clients thereby improving outcomes. An important element of this project will be close and constant communication and collaboration between the provider of services and the criminal justice system. The selected agency will provide comprehensive assessments, outpatient Mental Health, Substance Use Disorders, Co-occurring Disorder (mental health and substance use) treatment services, and Full-Service Partnership Services to adult male and female offenders identified in AB109 legislation. The agency will facilitate referrals as needed for intensive services to include residential substance use disorder programs to community-based providers contracted with Fresno County.  The agency or agencies will need to work in close collaboration with the Fresno County Probation Department. The initial agreement term will extend from the date of execution through June 30, 2013 (approximately 15 months).  The agreement will include the option for three (3) possible twelve (12) month auto renewals.
