= Measure B has enabled the Library to spend more than five fimes as much on books, DVD's, CD's,
downloadables, and more. Before Measure B, the Library materials budget was less than haif-a-
million dollars. Last year, the Library spent over $2-milion on matericis.

= Measure B has enabled the Library to present nearly twice as many programs for all ages. Before
