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OVERVIEW

The County of Fresno is soliciting proposals to provide appropriate and competent alternate indigent defense services and associated criminal investigation services to financially eligible persons accused of crime in Fresno County, persons subject to the laws of the juvenile court, and to all those entitled to services of court-appointed counsel in other proceedings. Proceedings are held in multiple locations throughout Fresno County.

The Fresno County Public Defender’s Office (Public Defender) assumes the representation of a person when that person is determined by the court to be indigent and the Public Defender is generally appointed as the attorney of record. These services are categorized as primary indigent defense services. If the Public Defender determines a conflict of interest with an appointed or an ongoing case, the case is referred to Fresno County’s Alternate Indigent Defense contractor, which provides representation of up to seven conflict indigent defendants in a single case. These services are hereinafter referred to as Alternate Indigent Defense. 

This RFP is intended to provide interested individuals, agencies, or organizations with sufficient information to enable them to submit a proposal for the provision of alternate indigent defense services in the County of Fresno. All indigent services shall comply with the State Bar Act, the California Rules of Professional responsibility, standards published by the California State Bar, and provisions of California law, including but not limited to, the California Government Code, the California Penal Code, the California Evidence Code, the California Probate Code, the California Welfare & Institutions Code, the California Health & Safety Code, the California Labor Code, the California Civil Code, and the California Code of Civil Procedure. 

The anticipated term of this proposal will be for three (3) years with an option for two additional one-year extensions at the county’s option. 

The current agreement for Alternate Indigent Defense will expire June 30, 2012.
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
