Exhibit Two
Brief Overview of the Proposed HHW Facility Lease Property
The project is a regional permanent household hazardous waste (HHW) collection, storage and management facility, including the distribution of recyclable items using a retail format (recycle store) and some consolidation of items (e.g., latex paint put into 5-gallon pails).  County residents and conditionally exempt small quantity business generators will be able to drop-off their HHW at the facility at least two days a month, and preferably, two days a week.  With very few exceptions, nothing will be on site that is not currently found in local "home stores" all over the County.  Material collected that can not be recycled through the recycle store on site, will be consolidated, stored and shipped by certified HHW transport companies to appropriate licensed facilities where the material will be recycled, treated or used as fuel.  A small percentage of the material will end up at facilities licensed to destroy and/or landfill HHW.  

The facility will not be permitted as an HHW processing facility.  It will be developed and operated in a manner that ensures full compliance with all local, state and federal regulations, including meeting all insurance standards.  It is anticipated that these regulations and the required monitoring by a wide range of local enforcement agencies will ensure that no dangerous or contaminating activities take place on this property.  In addition, in order to be issued a permit to operate this facility, the County will be required to develop and to fund a formal plan addressing the closure, and any clean-up, of the site required when the facility has reached the end of its useful life.  
The County is looking for a Lessor that recognizes that some or all of the lease's value could be derived from something other than rent.  While there could be some limited monetary benefits from in-kind services provided by such an HHW Facility to the site owner, a significant return could be from being near to and being associated with a very popular public program.  (It is anticipated that at full operation, over 7,000 people a year will visit the facility.  This figure does not include small business clients.)  The property owner will have to complete his own due diligence to determine if there are any tax incentives/benefits for being involved with this program. 
General Description of the Property Desired
The following is a partial list of the attributes that the desired property must have.  This list is designed to provide criteria by which a property owner could determine if the RFQ might be of interest.   Please be aware that a far more extensive description of the County's requirements will be provided in the HHW Facility Lease Property RFQ.
Long-term lease (minimum of 15 years with 20 years the optimal duration of an initial lease)

Located in the Fresno-Clovis Metropolitan Area (in or adjacent to the cities of Fresno and/or Clovis)

An area of approximately 40,000 to 80,000 square feet available for the structures, access, buffer zones and parking required to house and operate the facility   

Designated for industrial uses (equivalent to Fresno County General Plan Designation for Industrial Use, Zoning Districts M1, M2 or M3) and not adjacent to property zoned for residential use.
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
