The County of Fresno is soliciting Proposals which offer off site Record Storage. The County of Fresno on behalf of The Fresno County Assessor-Recorder is the official custodian of recorded official records for the County of Fresno. These official records were recorded to provide a public record of ownership of all real property within the County and of any transfers or encumbrances affecting that property. In accordance with Government Code 27322, et seq., California Statutes. The Assessor-Recorder has the obligation to ensure that the true copy of the document(s) shall be kept in a safe and separate place that will reasonably assure its preservation for the duration of the retention prescribed by law against loss or destruction.  

The Fresno County Assessor-Recorder’s Office currently stores all its archival records with Iron Mountain in Tracy, CA. 

The Assessor-Recorder’s Office requires off-site storage of archival records, in the formats of silver or diazo microfilm and microfiche tapes, that would ideally provide for:

1) storage with reasonable access to the records by authorized County representatives, 

2) twenty-four hours per day by seven days per week (24 x 7) security, 

3) climate-controlled environment including fire-rated walls and doors and auxiliary power, and 

4) web access or electronic tracking capability for maintaining status of records. The Assessor-Recorder’s Office records are numbered and shall be kept in Assessor-Recorder’s order to ensure that the full set of historical records is complete.
