ADDITIONAL BIDDING INSTRUCTIONS

TIRE DISPOSAL/RECYCLE SERVICE

The successful bidder shall provide all labor, material, equipment, transportation, insurance etc. to collect, remove, or pick up and transport tires and/or trailers loaded with tires from the specified County locations, have the tires disposed of, incinerated, recycled, or stored in the interim between pick up and disposal as specified within this Request for Quotation. The successful bidder shall be responsible for preparing/ submitting all manifests/trip logs required by the California Integrated Waste Management Board, as required by that agency, for the American Avenue and Coalinga Disposal Sites (generators of waste tires).

Junk tires are to be picked up and removed from various County locations upon request. The County of Fresno reserves the right to increase or decrease the frequency of service during the contract period. The contracted rate(s) will apply at all times during the contract period.

As indicated on the Quotation sheets, the County of Fresno is requesting quotations for both loading with contractor supplied labor and County supplied labor.
The successful bidder shall provide containers at various County road yards for the collection and storage of tires.  Containers to remain the property of the successful bidder.  Van type trailers have been used for this purpose with acceptable results, other methods will be considered.

County of Fresno will need five containers to start the program.

Title to the waste tires shall pass to the successful bidder at that time which the successful bidder exits the County Facility with the tires.  Complete in transit risk will be assumed by the successful bidder.

Tires disposed of by County’s Sheriff Department may include both junk tires and possibly some tires that the successful bidder feels have remaining useful life.  The merchantability of such tires is solely the decision of the successful bidder.  County makes no declaration as to the quality of the tires removed by the successful bidder except that the tires that are being disposed of are at the end of their useful life.

Additional tires are collected through special tire collection events (Waste Tire Amnesty Days). These events are generally held on Saturdays at any of the following County road yards or disposal site locations as designated by the County Resources Division.
